The Fire Policemen shall not be used or participate in any other event without the approval of Quakertown Borough Council.  No other individuals shall be authorized to act as Fire Policemen.

Motion of Councilman Johnson, seconded by Vice President Roberts.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion was unanimously carried.


Councilman Johnson stated the downtown traffic plan which was approved February 1, 2017, Resolution 21-17, will be continued along the 300 block of Branch Street and the parking meters will start to be activated on the 100 and 200 block.  The meters will be added to the 300 block of Branch Street as well.  Signage will be installed stating a one lane roadway, along with new road markings.  
 
Manager McElree mentioned that presently Branch Street has two 8 foot lanes which will be made into one 12 foot lane with parallel parking.  There is approximately $11,000 for traffic signal improvements such as a pedestrian crossing at 3rd & Broad Streets and 3rd & Branch Streets with a hand toggle.

Councilwoman Wear stated that there are not any items for action under the Public Works Committee.

Councilwoman Wear indicated that Mr. Biddle could speak at this time.

Mr. Biddle asked what the schedule is for the Highland Trail signage.  Manage McElree replied that the Borough has just received approximately sixty signs and was not aware that there would be that many. The Borough gets complaints of an abundance of signs in town so administratively the Borough is going to identify the best locations.  Mr. McElree stated sixty signs for the Highland Trail installed between Route 309 and 4th & Mill Streets would be way too many signs.  The Borough received the signs free but to install them the Borough needs to purchase the posts and takes the man power to install each sign.  Residents cannot parallel park and open their vehicle doors without hitting signs. In the future there will be wayfinding signs installed which would add more sign pollution.  Manager McElree also added that there is an introduction to the Liberty Bell Trail which would follow up with additional signs adding more concerns that the Borough has from a public safety prospective.  

President Rosenberger asked Manager McElree before the signs get installed to update the Council with the chosen sign locations. 

Mr. Biddle suggested notifying the bicycle groups when the Borough finishes the final sign map.

Mr. Biddle asked if it is legal for motorists to cross striped parking.  Manager McElree answered that it is not permitted and there are sections in the vehicle code that prohibit that.  The Borough could install a physical barrier at the edge of parking if that would become an issue.
